Biographies: Charlie Chaplin, Karl Marks, Arthur Rubinstein, George Sand, Charles de
Gaulle, Talleyrand, Arthur Miller, Coco Chanel, Manya Shohat, Ben Gurion, Emile Zola,
Balzac, Victor Hugo, Sarah Bernhard, Herzl, Josephine de Beauharnais, Liv Ullmann, Verdi,
Mendelssohn, Sartre, etc.

French Novels: after finishing all the 20 novels of Zola's Rougon-Macquart and all the
novels, plays and scripts of Marcel Pagnol, | read Balzac's Le cousin Pons and Eugenie
Grandet, Zola's Paris, Georges Duhamel's Chronique des Pasquiers (1,500 pages), Mme. de
La Fayette's La princesse de Cleves, Andre Malraux's La condition humaine, Goncourt's
Manette Salomon, Sand's La mare au diable and Francois le champi, Proust’'s Le temps
retrouve, and so on. -

English novels: all the novels of Henry James - The Europeans, Daisy Miller, Washington

the Waddi, Zmira Ron's You are the moon of my life, Idit Shemer's | can't deal with anger,
most of the books are of the Bimat Kedem's edition which publishe my novel and
specialize in books with social awareness of Oriental writers; | read also some detective

stories and so on.
